Supportive Processes 
 

Dreamwork and Sandplay:  Through dreams, inner 

guidance and unconscious material can be accessed and 

integrated.  

Bodywork and Bioenergetics: Physical tensions and 

any underlying emotional material can then be safely re-

leased, which supports healing, and deep relaxation. 

Transpersonal Breathwork: Through inner focus, 

breath, music, and support; emotional and physical material can 

be accessed and released. The innate inner healing mechanism 

within each individual guides the depth and timing of release, 

healing and transformation. 

Voice Dialogue: Jungian based communication tool allowing 

exploration and awareness of various aspects of ourselves.
